Council on May 25". Board members were offered a hard copy of the plan if that was
their preference.

Citizen Comments-Libbie Soden representing the Evergreen Arboretum reported that
the Arboretum is back open again. She thanked the department for all the help. Even
though construction is still underway, it looks great. She also invited everyone to the
annual plant sale fundraiser which is this Saturday.




RECOMMENDATION ITEM

Riverfront Three Acre Park Name Recommendation to the Historical Commission

Lori introduced Paul Popelka, City Planner. He reviewed the process to date, stating
the Historical Commission considered several names, preferring Eclipse Mill Park or
Enid Nordlund Park over those submitted. The board members were asked to
recommend one of these or another name of choice to the Historical Commission for
recommendation to council. Tom motioned to recommend the hame Eclipse Mill Park.
Joel seconded the motion. All approved with the exception of Ryan who was opposed.
Marcia suggested considering in the future that a portion of the grounds be highlighted
to pay homage to Enid Nordlund.

2017 Swim and Pool Fees

Marianne Pugsley reviewed swim center fees from 2012 — 2016. All rate levels at the
Forest Park Swim Center continue to be in the preferred mid-range when compared to
other facilities in the area. The discussion also included the benefit received by those
that qualify for scholarships. The rates will not change in 2017.

Howatth Park Ped Bridge

Summer Programs Ended

Griffin/Public Wotks is the project manager. Anticipated contract
award is December 2016; with construction completed in early 2018.

Public Works will fund the first phase of this patk construction {$2.5
million) near 36™ St. and adjacent to the housing areas being built by
Polygon Homes. Expect the project to be bid next year and be
complete by early 2018. Parks will maintain the site. Parking, lighting,
restrooms, playground, open space, trail connection.

Creating an updated trail within the Green Lantern parcel is waiting
petmit approvals to petform in water work to remove concrete and
fill voids with sand. Anticipated completion is late 2016/ early 2017.

Opened on September 9%, Final completion expected on the 127

PUD provided the city a twenty-five year easement in 1994 to
establish the Interurban as a recreational trail for biking and walking.
One section north of Alta is experiencing sloughing and requires a
slight rerouting to the west to remain an effective trail — especially for
cycling. Public Works will manage and fund the rerouting of that
section with an anticipated completion date of 9/30/16.

Scope & costs for the security camera upgrade are being prepared.
This will replace and expand the existing outdated system.

The Rivetside Neighborhood has a sizeable grant to replace old,
covered benches with a new style that will have metal roofs. Work in

progress.

Jetty Island Days closed Monday September 5%, Another successful
season brought an estimated 37,268 visitots.
Animal Fartn attendance is estimated at 33,864.

Camp Patterson hosted 351 special needs children.
Code 10 provided free day camp to approximately 211 children.
1,370 youth participated in summer swim lesson programs.
