Staff Comments

Allan Giffen, Planning Director, stated that staff will brief City Council tomorrow night on the scaled hack
Rethink Zoning project. At the June 16 Planning Commission meeting, there are three public hearing
scheduled and briefings on Rethink Zoning chapters.

Item 1: Rethink Zoning

Public Participation Plan Update

David Stalheim, Long Range Planning Manager, presented information on the new expectations and
approaches, the schedule and the public participation objectives to inform, engage, listen, respond, and
act.

Commission Discussion

Commissioner Beck appreciated the Rethink Zoning webpage but suggested a Frequently Asked
Questions section.
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Chapter 28, Historic Resources
Karen Stewart, Environmental Planner/Historic Commission Liaison, presented information on the code
consolidation of Chapters 28 and 2.96.

Commission Discussion

Commissioner Lavra referred to 19.28.150.1 and K and asked about the December 1* and December 31*
dates noted in the regulations. Ms. Stewart responded those dates are currently in the Code and not
proposed to change. Those dates are related to the special property tax valuation program.

Commissioner Zelinski suggested that links to the Neighborhood Conservation Guidelines and Historic
Overlay Standards should be provided from the online code for immediate access to those two
documents.

Chair Yanasak asked if Historic Commission was involved in the effort to consolidate the two chapters.
Ms. Stewart responded that this work effort did involve Historicai Commission over three meetings.

Chapter 6, Lot and Building Placement
David Tyler, Planner, presented information regarding lot standards and building placement standards in
residential and non-residential zones.

Commission Discussion

Commissioner Finch asked if there was a minimum setback average between adjacent lots. Mr. Tyler
responded that there wasn’t a minimum; however, the setback could match the neighboring properties.
Commissioner Finch would like staff to consider a minimum setback average. He then asked if the City

had received any development community comments on Chapter 6. Mr. Tyler responded that no
comments were received.

Commissioner Zelinski asked about the building placement standards graphic. Mr. Tyler
referred to the accessory building regulations and responded that there is no minimum setback
requirement when an accessory building abuts an alley and a 5-foot setback for non-alley lots.
A detached accessory dwelling unit may have a 5-foot rear setback if the building does not exceed 18’ in
height.

Chair Yanasak referred to the summary document and asked about the key changes from the existing
code outlined in C.2 and C.3. Mr. Tyler responded that the building site requirement in C.2 is a new
provision and would apply to residential zones to ensure that lots created are usable and buildable. The
provision for atlowing lot size reduction as part of a transfer of development rights is an existing
provision in the critical areas chapter which is referenced in this chapter.

Title 15, Local Project Review Procedures
David Stalheim, Long Range Planning Manager, presented information on the legislative background, the
chapter reorganization, and proposed key changes from current procedures.
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Commission Discussion
Chair Yanasak was concerned about the proposed elimination of public notice for some of the

administrative review decisions. Mr. Stalheim responded that there are a number of review types that
the City doesn’t receive any comments on, and when people do provide comments, quite often the
comments are not refated to the decision criteria but other matters that the City doesn’t have the zbility
to condition or modify. Chair Yanasak would like the City to provide some notification so citizens in
proximity to the project are aware of what is happening in their neighborhoods.

Rethink Zoning, Follow-up to May 19 Meeting
David Stalheim, Long Range Planning Manager, wanted to check in with Commissioners regarding

feedback on the earlier chapters presented at the May 19 meeting.

Commission Discussion

item 2: Public Comments

fsmail Mohammad, 3102 Rucker Avenue, asked staff to consider the earlier historic guidelines drafted in
1992, and revised 2001 and 2008 for the historic overlay areas during the Rethink Zoning process. Mr.
fsmail asked about Tables 6.1 and 6.2. He also asked about the owner occupancy requirement for

detached accessory dwelling units and suggested more flexibility in that requirement. He asked about
the review processes during the COVID crisis and would like those timelines addressed on the website.
Mr. Tyler responded that tables address hoth existing and proposed changes. The changes closely
match current zoning standards.

Dave Koenig suggested that the Planning Commission agenda he set up like the City Council agenda
which provides a direct link to the documents under each agenda item. Mr. Koenig encouraged the City
to notify all property owners directly impacted by rezone actions. He was also concerned about the
changes in the public notice requirements. Mr. Koenig was concerned about the environmental review
process because of the impacts of the changes proposed.
