Video from our recent public safety forum, held on July 19, is now available online, or on the Everett Channel (Comcast 21). The main focus of this event was learning about innovative ways that nearby communities are responding to the growing challenges of mental illness, opioid addiction and homelessness.

Everett and Snohomish County, like so many communities around the country, are working to address these challenges in non-traditional ways. Both are deploying “co-responder” public safety teams, which combine traditional policing with outreach and social services. 

This forum featured teams from around Puget Sound sharing their successes, as well as ongoing challenges, with each other and forum attendees. The co-responder teams included Law-Enforcement Assisted Diversion (LEAD) of King County, Response Awareness, De-escalation And Referral (RADAR) team, joined by Everett Police, Snohomish County Sheriff’s Office, embedded social workers and Snohomish County Health.
