Everett Police focus enforcement on drug dealers preying on the homeless 

EVERETT – Everett Police officers working as part of the department’s Community Outreach and Enforcement Team (COET) have been focusing their enforcement efforts on drug dealers targeting the homeless population. Here are two recent updates:

Felon arrested on drug charges
In late September, Everett Police received information that Michael Hebert was actively selling drugs to the homeless population in north Everett. Officers obtained a narcotics search warrant for Herbert and his 2003 BMW 525. They also learned that he was recently released from prison for drug offenses. 

Officers located Hebert and stopped him in the BMW. They discovered approximately 16 grams of meth, seven grams of heroin, and pills, along with digital scales, packaging materials and other drug-dealing paraphernalia during their search of Hebert and the vehicle. Police also seized $730. Hebert admitted to the items being his and told the officers he thought he would get five years in prison for this offense. 
 
A DOC officer partnered with Everett Police on the investigation, and Hebert was booked for violation of the conditions of his DOC supervision, as well as several counts of drug possession with intent to deliver and possession of drug paraphernalia.  
  
The Snohomish County Drug and Gang Task Force assisted with the operation.

Meth and heroin dealer sentenced to 4.5 years in prison
Everett Police’s COET team has been focused on arresting drug dealers who are targeting those on the streets. Jonas Sainfils, also known as “Jamaica,” was identified as a dealer who sold methamphetamines and heroin to people on the streets in the area of the 3600 block of Smith Ave. and other homeless individuals in north Everett. Several drug users told Everett Police officers that Sainfils claimed that he “owned the streets of Everett.” 

COET built several cases against Sainfils, including one in which he met with police after agreeing to sell them meth and heroin. 	Comment by Dan Templeman: Same as above…
 
At his recent trial, the defense requested 20 months in prison for Sainfils, while the prosecutor asked for 54 months. COET submitted testimony to the judge about their contacts with Sainfils and how he took advantage of homeless heroin addicts. 	Comment by Dan Templeman: SAA
 
Sainfils ended up receiving the full 54 month sentence.
